3. Biography: David A. Jobes, Ph.D., ABPP, is a Professor of psychology and Associate Director of Clinical Training at The Catholic University of America.  His research and writing in suicide has produced numerous publications (including five books on clinical suicidology).  Dr. Jobes is a past President of the American Association of Suicidology (AAS) and is the recipient of that organization’s 1995 “Edwin Shneidman Award” in recognition of early career contribution to suicide research.  He has served as a research consultant to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and was a consultant to the Institute of Medicine of the National Academy of Sciences.  Dr. Jobes is currently a consultant to the Department of Defense and Veterans Affairs.   He is a Fellow of the American Psychological Association and is a board certified clinical psychologist (American Board of Professional Psychology).  Dr. Jobes maintains a private clinical and forensic practice at the Washington Psychological Center.

6. Descriptive Narrative Information:  This workshop walks participants through everything they need to know to effectively understand, engage, assess, treat, and manage suicidal risk in patients.  The workshop is built on the presenter’s 25 years of clinical and research experience and provides a sensible approach for understanding the “functional” utility of suicidal thoughts and behaviors among patients as a means for guiding successful care.  The workshop features an evidence-based approach developed by the presenter called the “Collaborative Assessment and Management of Suicidality” (CAMS).  This approach is now being used all over the world in various outpatient and inpatients settings and is extensively supported by peer-reviewed publications.  Contemporary issues concerning hospitalization, managed mental health care, psychopathology, and the role of medications will be discussed.  The workshop relies heavily on illustrative case examples to clarify key points.  Perhaps most critically, this workshop will help instill a sense of professional confidence and competence as the best means for providing effective care, thereby decreasing the risk of malpractice liability, and perhaps helping to save your patient’s life!
